KIRTLINGTON PARISH COUNCIL
Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held in the Village Hall 12 September 2017

1. Apologies: S Tyler, R Sadler, S Jenkins, Mrs R Powles (Clerk).

2. Declaration of Interest: None

3. Approval of Minutes: the Minutes of 11" July 2017 were approved and signed.
Cllr Pratt opened the meeting by addressing comments to Cllr Wood regarding the
planning application for 20 houses on Jersey Cottages that has been reapplied for. KPC is keen
for this development. There would be 7 affordable houses and 13 other houses. KPC would like
the application to be more favourably received by CDC and Clir Wood noted this.

4. District and County Council Reports:
Councillor Wood for the CDC: In September the Councils return after their summer break and
there is now a new sports strategy in place to cover the district. There will be a new budget
making cycle for next April and some areas will be prioritised. The Council is reliant towards
bursary rates and new homes bonus. The Council is incentivised to get houses built which are
already planned for. There is a retention of business rates. New businesses retain a percentage
of increase. The incentive is to attract new businesses into the area. There will be a revaluation
of all commercial properties and therefore there will be flexibility for CDC to increase
expenditure. If there are services that the CDC used to provide now is the time to raise this. It
was mentioned about the lack of mowing of road edges but this is Oxfordshire CC. Cllr.
Macbeth asked if KPC could decide to put a 20 mph limit in the village although there would be
a disadvantage of having to pay for signs. Clir. Wood did not know the answer.
ClIr. Griffiths for OCC: The Councils have saved rubbish sites. The OCC is burdened with
providing 4,400 new homes so it has been very busy in other parishes. KPC have not asked her
to look into anything and said that if there is anything then they should ask. She is working with
other parishes on speed limits and parking. She could assist KPC regarding the 20 mph speed
limit with the papers and notices. Cllr. Macbeth suggested restrictions for the whole village and
not just round the school. CllIr. Pratt has asked Peter Egawhary for a cost quote and has not yet
had an answer . The pavements are getting narrow and the grass needs cutting back. The clerk
has chased this but was told it would be in the next budget. Cllr. Griffiths said the roads are the
biggest issue with the problem of pot holes and they’ll have to wait for money to come through.
£30,000 is being issued to Thames Valley Police for traffic issues. Speed cameras could be
requested.

5. Parish Council Sub-Committee
It was discussed whether the Planning Sub-Committee should invite the Council as a whole to
consider planning applications the Sub-Committee considered important or significant, or
whether the Sub-Committee should draw up the comments on those applications on behalf of
the Council. This will be decided when all PC members are present.

Road safety measures at the School — update

The flashing lights at the school should be used and these are not working. These can only be
switched on by an authorised and trained person. Cllr. Pratt will write and update school.
Traffic calming

The traffic is very heavy through the village. It was suggested putting up a non-operating speed
camera and discussed whether the PC could purchase this or whether it would have to be
approved by OCC. A resident on the main road is keeping an eye on the number of lorries which
has increased again. A break was taken from the agenda so that Mr Twiddy could discuss Jersey
Cottages.

Planning application at Jersey Cottages

Mr Twiddy handed out updated plans. There will be no new street lighting. The traffic calming
chosen is traffic island, a platform and street furniture. Raised curb edges and a pedestrian
crossing. Residents did not want a pelican crossing because of lights. The Budgettfamily will
retain ownership of the woodland and have responsibility to maintain this. The Forestry
Commission has drawn up suggestion for woodland and there will be an active managing plan
for the next five years even if planning not granted. The legal framework is that the family will
keep control of the development. If planning permission is granted the site will be offered for
sale. No further planning applications can then be made. There will be means of controlling
who can apply for social housing. Key workers getting priority.

Discussion of traffic calming then continued: Report on traffic calming emphasises that it
should not stop at edge of village but continue with visual reminders. Concrete flower beds
through the village were discussed along with 3D paintings on the road (which may distract the
emergency services) and bollards in the shape of children. It would cost £150 for a speed
camera. The representative for the village should take down speeding number plates and if
taken twice report to the police so that it can be followed up. It was also suggested putting
30mph signs on people’s wheelie bins. Stickers could be purchased on-line. Hanging baskets on
road barriers. Any other ideas should be emailed to Clirs. Pratt and Macbeth. Cllr. Macbeth
proposed that the whole village should be 20mph, this was seconded by ClIrs. Fry and
Richardson; the proposal was therefore accepted. Clir. Pratt abstained.

Parish Council Assets

Cllr. Sadler has made a list. ClIr. Pratt has arranged a sign on Tinkers Ditch gate and a new sign
on South Green directing people to the village hall and car park. New PC display boards would
cost about £400 each. The Village Hall Committee would like a board outside the hall. The lawn
area around the War Memorial has been tidied up. The fence to the wall has been mended and
secured at the ends. There other works which need carrying out: painting and cleaning of gates
at south end of village, cleaning of bench. It was suggested that a request should be put on the
village Facebook page for volunteers. ClIr. Fry will look into putting a list of jobs onto Facebook
that villagers might volunteer for. She will also contact BT regarding cleaning the phone box
and contact Ed Macfarlane of British Legion regarding the upkeep of the War Memorial area.
Clir. Richardson will look at the ride-on Toro mower and it was suggested raising the blade. It
was thought this was purchased in around 2003 (corrected to: 2007).

Village Greens

There needs to be 4 inches of soil to replace areas, on South Green, with no grass and seeds
added. The community service have put this on their list of tasks. This would be cheaper than
putting up bollards. Grass needs to be pulled up from around bins and play area and the weeds

by the church cleared. The footpaths also need to be cleared. The dog signs by the hall need
replacing. Cllr. Pratt will order new signs. This was approved. The ground under the bins needs
levelling.

Village Hall, sports field and play areas

ClIr. Pratt will see the Village Hall Management committee next Monday. They have purchased
chair and table carriers so that they can be moved out of the main hall. Sports field — Paul Elliott
manages the under 10 teams and has circulated match lists. Steve Ross does not know, until
the last minute, when adult matches will take place. The annual RoSPA safety inspections of
both play areas had been carried out and reports submitted to the Council stating both were in
good condition. CllIr Richardson has completed fence repairs by the new section of wall and
stated a new footpath sign was needed. It was agreed to provide a new footpath sign. Roman
Close play area is managed by Trudy Brock who sent a letter thanking the PC for the recent
funds which are given annually.

Planning

See attached list of planning applications received.

Clirs. Richardson and Macbeth went to Traffic Sub Group meeting. PC to send in ideas for
Neighbourhood Plan area and projects for traffic calming. There is a budget of £40,000 and
Parishes are to comment on schemes this could be used for. A project is suggested by one
Parish and if successful can be used by another. The consultant in the presentation was keen to
work on the area outside the school as an area which desperately needs attention. Clir.
Macbeth again raised putting in concrete planters. Clir. Fry commented that it can be difficult
to decide how to plant these as people have different opinions. It was suggested that
organisations in the village could be responsible for each planter and a competition held at the
end of the year. It was raised as to whether there should be a formal response for the PC to
complete pre-submission documents. This was approved and ClIr. Richardson will undertake
this.

Agreed: KPC agreed that it wished to support the Jersey Cottages application but the planning
sub-committee was delegated to review the details and write the response. The
Neighbourhood Plan was discussed. It was asked at MCNP Forum where there are proposed
gypsy sites. There is currently one at Croughton (Northamptonshire). There is a resubmission
for a site at the side of M40 in Chesterton Parish. There is no proposal for another site in the 11
parishes.

Correspondence

There is better broad band for Oxford and there is an address in the Village News. The
Consumer Council for Water letter needs to be sent but the PC needs to know where the
sewage plant is for Kirtlington and it was agreed it was in Bletchingdon.

Finance

Monthly receipts and payments approved and accepted. £750 was received from the Village
Fete. This can go towards the wall. Cllr. Pratt to send a letter of thanks. External auditors BDO
had completed the audit of the end of year accounts to 31* March 2017 with no matters arising:
the Council approved and accepted the Annual Return and the External Auditor Certificate. The
£50 a year rent for the Quarry Pit (Gravel Pit) field has not been paid since 2013, however
payment in arrears has since been received. There is a verbal agreement for Jayne Price to use
the PC field for her horses.



15. Councillors reports and items for next agenda
No reports noted.

16. Date of next meeting
10" October 2017

(Public comments without the Agenda): Mr East asked why in 2013 the PC had preferred the
Corner Farm site rather than Jersey Cottages for a RES site. ClIr Pratt replied that Mr East was
responsive to such a request on his land whereas the owners of Jersey Cottages were not
interested (in a RES site). Councillors said that Corner Farm was one of two preferred sites out
of five potential RES sites. Mr East commented that the PC had voted against the rebuilding of
the wall at the village hall - 3:1 against it. He questioned why it had changed their minds three
days after the meeting and incurred a cost to the village of over £1,000. This decision was not
made in the public domain. Clir. Pratt confirmed that the design for the wall had changed. Mr
East also accused the PC of false accounting by not collecting rent for the field since 2013.
Current use of Quarry Pit field for grazing was for maintaining the field cropped.

The meeting closed at around 9.15pm.
